CORRUPTION PREVENTION NETWORK ANNUAL CONFERENCE

The Corruption Prevention Network’s annual conference is a sellout!

Media representatives are welcome to attend (free of charge, but lunch excluded).

The CPN Conference is being held on Thursday 8 September and this year focuses on the critical role of cultivating an organisational culture hostile to fraud and corruption. In its 11th year, CPN returns to basics to emphasise the ways in which – for good or ill - staff tend to align their ethical behaviour with peers and supervisors. That culture choice suggested the conference title: “The Cream or The Crock”.

The venue is the “Waters Edge”, located at Pier One, 11 Hickson Rd, Walsh Bay, Sydney. Narelle George (Queensland Crime and Misconduct Commission) will open the conference with a cautionary waste industry tale: “Throwing Culture out with the Rubbish”. Then, from the prudent corner, David O’Sullivan (Roads and Traffic Authority) will advocate “No More Lamingtons – Risk Management at the RTA”. As usual, the conference format invites questions and discussion of each presentation.

After morning tea Chris Payoe (Holroyd Council) will open a wider perspective by asking: “Asian Corruption – Do we just accept it as a cultural thing?” Then in the aftermath of the Wood Royal Commission, Assistant Commissioner John Carroll will examine “Cultural Change with NSW Police”.

Following lunch, Ken Robertson (former CPN Chair) will demonstrate the Big Issue Grappler (BIG) a tool just installed on CPN’s website that assists users to make ethical decisions about a wide spectrum of problems. BIG is a free public service available to all. Then a member of the Joint Parliamentary Committee on the Independent Commission Against Corruption will speak on “Cultural changes and reforms to the ICAC”.

The conference will conclude with presentation of the annual CPN awards. These are given to organisations judged to have excelled in a particular area of corruption prevention nominated each year. The area to be considered and criteria for next year’s awards will also be announced.

The CPN is administered by a voluntary group of public officials practising fraud control and corruption prevention. The Audit Office of NSW, the ICAC, NSW Ombudsman and NSW Police support the CPN.
